INTRODUCTION

The 700 Peak Amp Jump-Starter can supply DC voltage power. It can be used to jump-start 12-volt
DC batteries. It also comes equipped with 2 USB power ports that will allow you to charge or power
devices. Each USB port will provide 2400 mA of output.

The Jump-Starter can provide 700 peak amps when jump-starting a battery. It comes equipped with
heavy-duty, ergonomically designed clamps that require less effort to squeeze so they are easier to
clamp to the battery terminals. There is a worklight at the back of the unit that will illuminate the area
when you are attaching the clamps to the battery.

Pressing the Test/Alarm Button will display the Jump-Starter internal battery status as well as the
Alarm - LCA Low Charge Alert® status. There are 5 green LED lights that display the battery’s status.
When the button is pushed, if all 5 LEDs light up the unit is fully charged.

The Jump-Starter is equipped with Alarm - LCA Low Charge Alert®. When the blue LED next to the
Test/Alarm button is lit, it indicates the LCA is activated. When the battery charge level is less than 5%,
an alarm will sound to indicate the battery level is low and the unit should be charged. The alarm can
be “snoozed” for 24 hours by pressing the Test/Alarm Button.

Checking Jump-Starter Battery Status

Press the battery status test button once and release it. The number of green LED lights that light up
will determine the battery’s charge status. When all 5 LEDs are lit, the battery is fully charged. If only 1
LED lights up, the battery should be charged immediately.

Alarm - LCA Low Charge Alert®

The Alarm - LCA Low Charge Alert® system alerts the user with an audible alarm sound that the
battery charge level for the Jump-Starter is getting low and it should be charged. Anytime the battery
Test/Alarm button is pressed and held for 3-4 seconds, the Alarm - LCA Low Charge Alert® feature
can be activated or deactivated.

To activate the Alarm - LCA Low Charge Alert® system, press and hold the Test/Alarm button for

3-4 seconds. The battery status will be displayed and the Alarm - LCA Low Charge Alert® blue LED
indicator will light. The Alarm - LCA Low Charge Alert® is now activated. If the battery charge status falls
to 5-0% (1 green LED lit), the Alarm - LCA Low Charge Alert® will sound.

If it is on, the
jump-start cables are not installed correctly. Immediately stop and recheck your connections. Only
continue if the red reverse clamp indicator is NOT lit and the Blue Ready to Jump indicator is lit.

6. If the battery for the vehicle is completely discharged, you will not be able to use the Jump-
Starter. You may be required to charge the battery before jump-starting.

7. Atfter verifying that the connections are correct, the Blue Ready to Jump indicator is lit and the
reverse clamp red indicator is NOT lit, turn the Jump-Starter/USB Ports ON/OFF switch to the
right to turn the Jump-Starter ON. The Jump-Starter ON blue LED indicator will be lit.

8. Crank the engine in 5- to 6-second bursts.

Do not crank the engine for more than 6 seconds. The jump-start feature is designed
